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Introduction

The History and Constitution is designed to provide a brief overview of the history of the
University, its constitution, management, faculties, administration chairs, and endowed
lectureships. Lists of the incumbents of chairs since foundation, personal professorships
since 1995 and honorary graduates since 1978 are included. Anyone wishing to know
more about the history of the University should consult A L Brown and Michael Moss,
The University of Glasgow 1451 - 2001, (Edinburgh University Press, 2001), and Michael
Moss, J Forbes Munro, and Richard H Trainor, University, City and State - The University
of Glasgow since 1870, (Edinburgh University Press, 2001). Statistical information is
published annually on the University website as Facts and Figures. A more extensive
bibliography can be found on page 209.

The information contained in this volume is scheduled to appear on the University
website in late 2001.

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A Brief History

The University of Glasgow
The University of Glasgow was founded by Pope Nicholas V in a letter dated 7 January
1451 and authenticated with a lead seal or ‘bull’. It erected a studium generale or university
for all future time in Glasgow - in theology, canon and civil law, in arts and in all lawful
faculties with all the privileges, liberties, honours, exemptions and immunities enjoyed by
the studium at Bologna, Italy, and it is still the authority by which the University awards
degrees. Although the letter states that it was issued at the request of King James II,
the real founder of the University was William Turnbull, Bishop of Glasgow from 1447
to 1454. With experience of St Andrews and several continental universities, he no doubt
expected that a university would enhance the reputation of his diocese and provide
much needed education for his clergy.

Like other universities of the time, only undergraduate Arts degrees were available.
The Master of Arts was awarded after five years of study in Latin, Greek, Logic, Moral
Philosophy, Natural Philosophy (Physics) and/or Mathematics. At first the teaching was
by regents who took their charges through the whole course of study. A Bachelor of Arts
could be obtained after three years’ study, providing a licence to teach, but only Masters
of Arts were officially members of the University with a right to vote at the election of the
Chancellor. Students studying in Arts were divided according to their place of birth into
four nations originally Clydesdale, Teviotdale, Albany and Rothesay. These students, known
as togati or gowned, voted for the Rector by their nation, a practice which was not
abolished until 1977. Few students chose to study in higher faculties and in practice
there was only teaching in Theology and Canon Law. These were known as non-togati,
as they were not required to wear the undergraduate red gown since they were supposed
to have already graduated, but not necessarily at Glasgow.

Throughout its first century, the University enjoyed a close affinity with the Cathedral,
being located near by, and was part of the efforts to reform the church by improving the
education of both the clergy and laity. Education was also dear to the heart of the
Protestant reformers, who believed that the University should fulfil a similar role but with
more emphasis on the training of parochial schoolmasters. However, they failed to provide
any endowments and it was not until Andrew Melville (1545-1622) became Principal in
1574 that the problem was addressed. He reformed the curriculum by placing greater
emphasis on liberal arts and made the teaching of Greek and Hebrew more stable. In so
doing he attracted more students, which enabled him to secure a new charter from
James VI in 1577. Known as the Nova Erectio, this provided an endowment (albeit leased
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from the Crown) and established the mode of governance for almost 300 years.
The Principal, who was to be an ordained minister and to teach Divinity, was placed in
overall charge of the University’s affairs. Three regents were to be subject to his authority
and were to teach a definite group of subjects, Greek and Rhetoric; Dialectic, Morals and
Politics; and Arithmetic and Geometry. Although the professor with a chair in a specific
discipline was to grow out of this innovation, it proved difficult to sustain and the old
system of unspecified regenting was reintroduced in 1642 and continued until 1727.

Despite this setback, the quality and range of teaching improved. A bold decision was
taken to erect a new building around two quadrangles facing the High Street. Work began
in 1631 and continued as money allowed through the difficult times of the civil war.
A donation of £200, promised by Charles I, was honoured by Oliver Cromwell.
The handsome new buildings were virtually complete by the time of the restoration of the
monarchy in 1660 when the royal coat of arms was added above the main entrance.

In more settled times the University grew quickly from some 150 students in 1660 to
400 by 1702. In the course of the next thirty years, seven professorships were either
created or restored, often with endowments from the Crown, as part of a wider programme
of university reform. Teaching in Medicine, which had been briefly attempted between
1637 and 1646, was revived in 1714 and the Faculty of Medicine came to embrace all
the life sciences, Botany, Zoology and Chemistry. For the first time since the Reformation,
Law became a recognised faculty with its own regius professor.

Under the terms of the Act of Uniformity all professors and graduates were required
to sign the Westminster Confession. There were, however, no religious tests at matriculation
and students from a variety of confessional backgrounds attended the University.
Tests on graduation seem to have been abandoned by the end of the eighteenth century
and those for professors were finally abolished in 1853.

Although there was no barrier to matriculation, few students took the trouble as there
was no need unless they wished to graduate, vote in a rectorial election, or use the
library. Attendance at lectures was recorded by the individual regents or professors, who
issued class tickets for satisfactory performance and awarded most prizes. In 1717, the
professors disenfranchised the students of their rights to vote at rectorials. The students
resisted and their rights were restored in 1726, but professors continued to vote until
1858. In 1727, three of the nations were renamed. Clydesdale, Teviotdale and Albany
became Glottiana, Loudonina and Transforthiana. (See also the History of Matriculation
on page 69).

By the end of the eighteenth century there was increasing tension between the ‘Faculty’
which consisted of the Principal (also holder of the Chair of Divinity) and the twelve other
professors appointed before 1761. Holders of chairs created thereafter by the Crown
were only considered to be members of Senate and therefore had no role in the governance
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of the University. The treatment of some of these new appointments by the Faculty was
shameful. They were denied the use of the best classrooms and in one case of even
a blackboard. Despite public disagreement, it was not until 1858 that an Act of Parliament
abolished the Faculty and replaced it with the University Court composed of lay members
whose main responsibility was the oversight of the fabric and finances. This legislation
also made matriculation compulsory for the first time for all students irrespective
of faculty and restricted the franchise in rectorial elections to the students. The Rector
ex officio was to chair the Court. The distinction between togati and non-togati students
was also abolished and the General Council was set up, comprising members of the
University Court, professors and graduates. The Students Representative Council was
not given formal recognition until the Universities (Scotland) Act of 1889.

By the 1840s the buildings in the High Street were no longer adequate and the whole
area had become run down as the city had expanded westwards. After an abortive
attempt to move to Woodlands Hill in the late 1840s, the University finally left its original
home for a splendid new edifice on Gilmorehill in the west end in 1870. It had been
foreseen that the move would impact on clinical teaching and funds were also raised to
build a new hospital, the Western Infirmary, on adjacent ground. In 1889, under a new
Act of Parliament, the balance of responsibilities between the Court and Senate was
altered and the professors became fully salaried instead of depending for much of their
income on class fees. One consequence of this legislation was that in 1892 all Scottish
universities were permitted to admit women and consequently Queen Margaret College
(see histories of Predecessor Institutions on page 12) merged with the University. In the
following year the Science faculty was established independent of both Arts and Medicine.
Engineering was part of the Science Faculty until it became a separate faculty in 1923.

The Faculty of Medicine was enlarged in 1947 to include the two independent medical
schools, St Mungo’s College and Anderson’s College of Medicine, along with the Glasgow
Dental School. The following year Glasgow Veterinary College also joined the Medical
Faculty, eventually becoming the Faculty of Veterinary Medicine in 1966. A new Act of
Parliament, the Universities (Scotland) Act of 1966, gave Scottish universities much
greater autonomy in the content and design of courses. Eleven years later the Faculty of
Social Science was created out of the Faculty of Arts. The Law Faculty was renamed Law
and Financial Studies in 1984. The Faculty of Education was established in 1999 when
St Andrew’s College of Education merged with the University. The Faculty of Science was
again restructured in 2000 to form three new faculties, Biomedical and Life Sciences,
Physical Sciences, and Computing Science, Mathematics and Statistics.
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Predecessor Institutions
Anderson’s College of Medicine
John Anderson, MA, FRS, the founder of Anderson’s Institution, was born at Rosneath,
Dunbartonshire, in 1726, the eldest son of James Anderson, minister of Rosneath.
He studied at the University of Glasgow and was appointed Professor of Oriental Languages
in 1756, and Professor of Natural Philosophy in 1760. During his tenure of the latter
chair, he realised that an acquaintance with the principles of natural philosophy would
be invaluable to mechanics, and this led him to establish, in addition to his usual class,
one of a more popular character, for those whose pursuits did not allow them to follow
the routine of academic study. These lectures were illustrated by numerous experiments
and could be understood by those who did not have the advantage of a mathematical
education. He continued to hold this class every Tuesday and Thursday during the session
to the close of his life. About this time he commenced making a private collection of
scientific apparatus and natural history specimens, which formed the nucleus of the
Andersonian Museum, now dispersed.

John Anderson died on 13 January 1796, bequeathing by his will, of 7 May 1795,
the whole of his property, with a few trifling exceptions, ‘to the public, for the good of
mankind, and the improvement of science, in an institution to be denominated ‘Anderson’s
University’. Initially, however, the institution established under this will, was known as
Anderson’s Institution. In 1828, it changed its name to Anderson’s University.

The origins of Anderson’s Medical School date from 1800 when Dr John Burns
commenced lectures on anatomy and surgery. In 1819, Botany was added; in 1828,
the Chairs of Midwifery, Materia Medica, and the Practice of Medicine were set up,
followed by Medical Jurisprudence in 1831, Institutes of Medicine or Physiology in 1849,
Ophthalmic Medicine and Surgery in 1869, Hygiene and Public Health in 1878 and
Aural Surgery in 1879. The Chairs of Physics, Zoology, Diseases of the Throat and Nose,
and Mental Diseases were established in 1891 and Diseases of the Skin in 1914.
The Medical School long held a foremost position as an extra-mural school, and provided
a medical education at a cost suited to the circumstances of many who would not
otherwise have been able to pursue the study of medicine. The School did not award its
own qualifications and students often used their class tickets towards either University
degrees or licences from the various Faculties of Physicians and Surgeons in Scotland,
England and Ireland.

Anderson’s College succeeded Anderson’s University following the passing in 1877 of
the Anderson’s College (Glasgow) Act (40 Vic., c.xii). In 1887, under the Educational
Endowments (Scotland) Act of 1884, the College was split in two. Its medical school was
incorporated as a separate and distinct institution, as Anderson’s College Medical School.
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The rest of the College was amalgamated with the College of Science and Arts, Allan
Glen’s Institution, the Young Chair of Technical Chemistry and Atkinson’s Institution
to form the Glasgow and West of Scotland Technical College (later the Royal College
of Science and Technology).

Anderson’s Institution was initially located in John Street, but in 1828 it moved into
new premises in George Street. From 1889, the buildings of the Anderson’s College
Medical School were situated in Dumbarton Road close to the Western Infirmary and the
main University campus. In 1947, Anderson’s College of Medicine was absorbed into the
University. The buildings now house the Department of Medical Genetics.

Glasgow Dental Hospital and School
Formed as the School of Dental Surgery and Dental Hospital of Glasgow in 1879, it was
initially located within Anderson’s College but as Anderson’s could not award its own
medical qualifications, the students sat examinations set by the Faculty of Physicians
and Surgeons of Glasgow. The Glasgow Dental Hospital and School became a voluntary
hospital in 1885 when it moved to 56 George Square. It moved again in 1889, to 4
Chatham Place, in 1896, to 5 St Vincent Place, and in 1903 to 15 Dalhousie Street.
It became a limited company in 1904. A purpose-built dental hospital and school was
completed in Renfrew Street in 1931. In 1947, the Dental School became affiliated to the
University of Glasgow and incorporated into the Faculty of Medicine. In 1948, the Glasgow
Dental Hospital became part of the National Health Service, with its own board of
management. The present buildings in Sauchiehall Street were completed in 1970.
Following the National Health Service reforms of the early 1990s, the Glasgow Dental
Hospital and School National Health Service Trust was formed. In 1999 this was replaced
by the larger North Glasgow University Hospitals NHS Trust which also includes the
Royal Infirmary, the Western Infirmary, Gartnavel General, and Stobhill Hospital.

Glasgow Veterinary College
The origins of veterinary medicine in Glasgow can be traced back to 1832 when Anderson’s
College of Medicine appointed a professor of veterinary education. However this was
a part-time appointment and the formal training of most vets in Scotland from 1823 until
1863, was carried out through the Dick Veterinary College, Edinburgh. The Glasgow
Veterinary College was established in 1862 by James McCall, a lecturer at the Edinburgh
College, as result of a profound disagreement with William Dick, the College principal,
over the best way to tackle the Rinderpest cattle plague that was sweeping Europe.
McCall was committed to slaughter whereas Dick believed recuperation was possible.

Formal establishment came by Royal Warrant in 1863, although Dick had already
been teaching Glasgow based Dick Veterinary College students for some years using
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premises in Sauchiehall Lane. In 1863, McCall moved to larger premises at 397
Parliamentary Road and in 1873 a new building, which previously had been a water-
pumping station, was acquired at 83 Buccleuch Street. After refurbishment the new
premises were opened on 28 October 1874. Following the College’s incorporation
in 1909, it purchased its premises in Buccleuch Street from James McCall. After the
merger of the College with the University of Glasgow in October 1945, the Buccleuch
Street site continued to be used until 1969. A new veterinary hospital for clinical and
research facilities was built in 1950 on the Garscube Estate, a veterinary field station had
been established on the Cochno Estate in 1954, and new teaching buildings for both pre-
and para-clinical departments were built at Garscube in the 1960s. (See also the Faculty
of Veterinary Medicine history on page 53).

Queen Margaret College
Queen Margaret College was established in 1883 by the incorporation of the Glasgow
Association for the Higher Education of Women. The Association had been formed
in 1877 to offer educational opportunities for women, following the ‘lectures for ladies’
given by University professors initiated in 1868 by Mrs Jessie Campbell of Tullichewan,
a pioneer of the higher eduction of women in Scotland. In 1892, the College merged with
the University of Glasgow, following the Scottish Universities Commissioners Ordinance
empowering Scottish Universities to make provision for the instruction and graduation
of women.

The College was based at North Park House (now the Queen Margaret Drive offices of
BBC Scotland), which were gifted by the philanthropist, Mrs Isabella Elder. Following the
merger with the University, the building, grounds and a £25,000 endowment were handed
over to the University on the understanding that they were kept for the teaching of women
only. The building was sold in 1935.

Initially, the College only offered subjects in Arts but after laboratories were built
in 1888, Science subjects were taught. By 1890, classes were being conducted in Classics,
Mathematics, Physics, Philosophy, English Literature, Chemistry, Zoology, Botany,
Physiology, Geology and Physical Geography, History, Political Economy, French and
German Language and Literature, Music, and Painting. In October that year, the College
opened its own medical school, its students receiving clinical instruction at the Royal
Infirmary and the Maternity and Sick Children’s Hospitals.

The College had no authority to issue degrees but their medical students could acquire
licences to practice medicine and surgery from the Triple Qualification Board of the
Faculty of Physicians and Surgeons of Glasgow and the Royal Colleges of Physicians and
Surgeons of Edinburgh and their Irish or English equivalents. The Queen Margaret College
medical curriculum was equivalent to that of the University and after the merger medical
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students could sit their professional examinations at the University. Marion Gilchrist
graduated with a high commendation in 1894 and was the first woman to receive a
degree from the University of Glasgow. She was also the first woman to receive a medical
degree from any Scottish University.

Due to the non-equivalency of the arts and science curriculum, existing Queen Margaret
College students wishing to qualify for a degree form the University could not present
their earlier examination passes, but had to take the new University classes, taught at the
College. The first woman to graduate with an MA was Isabella Blacklock in 1895 and the
first female BSc graduate was Ruth Pirret in 1898.

Royal Scottish Academy of Music and Drama
The Royal Scottish Academy of Music and Drama’s association with the University formally
dates from 1929 when a joint appointment of Principal of the Academy and Professor of
Music in the University was made. This association continued until 1994 with the University
validating the Academy’s degrees.

The Royal Scottish Academy of Music and Drama began as the Glasgow Atheneum in
1847 with the purpose of providing, not only commercial skills, but philosophy, literature
and languages as well as music. It drew on the Glasgow Educational Association ideas of
giving opportunities for training to young men engaged in commercial pursuits. It was
established in rented premises in the Glasgow Assembly Rooms in Ingram Street and
opened to the public on 13 October 1847 with an inaugural address delivered by Charles
Dickens. On 15 September 1890 the Glasgow Atheneum (Ltd) School of Music was
founded and its first principal was Allan Macbeth. The next major change was in 1929
with the establishment of a Scottish National Academy of Music when the vestiges of
non-musical activities were swept away. The driving force behind this was Sir Daniel
Macaulay Stevenson who at the same time raised funds for a Chair of Music at the
University of Glasgow. The Academy was recognised by the Scottish Education Department
as a central institution qualifying for government funding in 1939. In July 1944 King
George VI granted the prefix “Royal”.

The academy became known as the Royal Scottish Academy of Music and Drama in
1968. Its first qualifications in Drama were Diplomas in either Dramatic Art or Speech
and Drama. The latter required educational qualifications on entry and was given in
conjunction with a Certificate in Dramatic Studies awarded by the University. In 1983,
the Diploma in Speech and Drama was validated as the BA (Dramatic Studies).

The Academy moved into new premises at 100 Renfrew Street in 1987. In 1994,
the Privy Council granted the Academy powers to award its own degrees.
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St Andrew’s College of Education
St Andrew’s College of Education was established in 1981 and was the result of the
merger of Notre Dame College of Education and Craiglockhart College of Education.
Notre Dame College was set up in 1895 as Dowanhill Training College, by the sisters
of Notre Dame de Namur, and Craiglockhart College opened in 1919. Both were Roman
Catholic teacher training institutions initially for women students only. Men were admitted
to Notre Dame College from 1967 and the College moved to its Bearsden site in 1968.
On 11 April 1999 St Andrew’s College of Education merged with the University of Glasgow
to form the University’s Faculty of Education. (See also the Faculty of Education history
on page 46).

St Mungo’s College of Medicine
St Mungo’s College of Medicine was established in 1888 as a new independent medical
college, although it incorporated the Glasgow Royal Infirmary School of Medicine which
had been set up in 1876 to counteract the effect of the opening of the Western Infirmary
which had deprived the Royal of all its clinical chairs. The college was housed in the
buildings of the Royal Infirmary.

St Mungo’s continued the policy of the Glasgow Royal Infirmary School of Medicine
of allowing women to matriculate for a complete course of medical study and, during the
period 1890-1892, forty-three women received clinical instruction alongside male students
although classes were separated thereafter. St Mungo’s was, however, always struggling
to get enough students to enrol, as it was not affiliated to a university and could not
award its own degrees. As with Anderson’s College of Medicine, the students used their
class tickets towards University degrees or Faculty of Physicians and Surgeons licenses.

The college always hoped that it would become an extra-mural college of the University
of Glasgow, but an attempt to affiliate in 1905 failed. As the class sizes at the Western
Infirmary got larger, however, the University became keen to re-establish links with the
Royal Infirmary and in 1910 the Chairs of Clinical Medicine and Clinical Surgery were
transferred to the Royal Infirmary from the Western. In 1911, the St Mungo Chairs of
Surgery and Pathology and the Muirhead Chairs of Medicine and Obstetrics and
Gynaecology were created. Arrangements were made to have classes at the Royal Infirmary
on venereal disease, diseases of the ear, diseases of the throat and nose and skin
diseases. By 1930, five more clinical lectureships had been attached to the Royal Infirmary
and St Mungo’s College of Medicine became the centre for clinical and systematic
instruction during the last two years of the University of Glasgow’s medical curriculum.

In 1947, St Mungo’s College of Medicine was amalgamated with the University’s Medical
Faculty and its property was transferred to Glasgow Royal Infirmary.
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Trinity College
Trinity College, in Lynedoch Street, Woodlands Hill, designed by the Glasgow architect,
Charles Wilson, was opened as the Glasgow Free Church College in 1857. A memorial
to open a theology college in Glasgow had been presented in 1855 to the General Assembly
of the Free Church by a group of Glasgow laymen. Teaching began on 4 November 1856
in a building in Thistle Street prior to the opening of the college building. Following the
union of The Free Church and the United Presbyterian Church in 1900, it became the
Glasgow College of the United Free Church of Scotland. The professors of the College
were amongst the most distinguished theologians of their time.

Following the union of the United Free Church and the Church of Scotland in 1929 the
College adopted the name Trinity and further rationalisation took place in the training
and teaching of ministers. In Glasgow, the outcome, in operation from 1935, was to
combine the teaching strength of the University and that of the College to make an
enlarged Faculty of Divinity.

By 1970, with declining enrolments, it had been obvious that the College building
could not be adapted economically for the needs of the Faculty. By Easter 1973
all classes formerly held in the College had been transferred to the University campus,
and later that year the Church of Scotland resolved that Trinity College should be disposed
of and the library offered to the University. The college building was sold and subsequently
transformed into residential accommodation. The College remains a corporate entity
within the Faculty of Divinity with its own constitution and endowments.
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The Constitution

The University of Glasgow was founded by Papal Bull in 1451, however, its modern
constitutional framework derives from the Universities (Scotland) Acts 1858 to 1966.
These Acts make provision for the main statutory bodies and officers: the Court, the
Senate, the General Council; the Chancellor, the Principal and Vice Chancellor, and the
Rector, and set out the powers and duties of those statutory bodies, as well as specifying
their composition. From 1858 until 1966 the instruments by which the University exercised
its powers were Ordinances. These were drafted by the University but given legal authority
by the Privy Council after approval by the General Councils of the other Scottish Universities.
The Universities (Scotland) Act of 1966 gave the power to make legal instruments back
to the Universities themselves - these being known as Resolutions. The University Court
issues the Resolutions having consulted widely with the University community. In a few
restricted areas, mainly of constitutional import, Ordinances are still required.

The Papal Bull
Bull by Pope Nicholas V, ordaining a University to be founded in the City of Glasgow.
Rome, 7 January 1450/1.

NICHOLAS the Bishop, servant of the servants of God, for perpetual memory of the
fact. Amongst other blessings which mortal man is able in this transient life by the gift of
God to obtain, it is to be reckoned not among the least, that by assiduous study he may
win the pearl of knowledge, which shows him the way to live well and happily, and by the
preciousness thereof makes the man of learning far to surpass the unlearned, and opens
the door for him clearly to understand the mysteries of the Universe, helps the ignorant,
and raises to distinction those that were born in the lowest place. And therefore, the
Apostolic See, the prudent administrator of spiritual as well as temporal things, and the
steady and unfailing friend of every commendable undertaking, to the end that men may
be moved more readily to win so lofty a height of human condition, and when won,
dispense it again to others, always with increase thereof, encourages some, prepares
places for others, aids and fosters others, and loads them with gracious favours.
Forasmuch, therefore, as it was lately shown to us on behalf of our dearest son in Christ,
James, the illustrious King of Scots, that the said King, laudably intending not only the
weal of the commonwealth, and indwellers and inhabitants of the country subject to
him, but also the other parts neighbouring thereto, was very desirous that a university,
with every lawful faculty, should be set up and ordained by the Apostolic See in his city of
Glasgow, as being a place of renown and particularly well fitted therefor, where the air is
mild, victuals are plentiful, and great store of other things pertaining to the use of man is
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found, to the end that there the Catholic faith may be spread, the simple instructed,
equity in judgement upheld, reason flourish, the minds of men illuminated, and their
understandings enlightened. We, having carefully considered the premises, and also the
uncommon sincerity of faith and devotion which the said king is known to bear towards
us and the Roman Church, are moved with fervent desire that the said city may be
adorned with the gifts of the sciences, so that she may produce men distinguished for
ripeness of judgement, crowned with the ornaments of virtue and erudite with the dignities
of the various faculties and that there may be an overflowing fountain of the sciences,
out of whose fullness all that desire to be imbued with the lessons of knowledge may
drink. Having, therefore, with careful deliberation, deeply weighed all these things, and
especially the suitableness of this city, which, as we have heard, is said to be particularly
meet and well fitted for multiplying the seeds of learning and bringing forth of salutary
fruits, not only for the advantage and the profit of the said city, but also of the indwellers
and inhabitants of the whole kingdom of Scotland, and the regions lying round about,
we, being moved with fatherly affection, and inclined by the supplications of the said
king in that behalf, to the praise of God’s name, and propagation of the orthodox faith,
erect, by apostolical authority a university in the said city in all times to come for ever, as
well in theology and cannon and civil law as in arts, and every other lawful faculty. And
that the doctors, masters, readers, and students there may brook and enjoy all and
sundry privileges, liberties, honours, exceptions, and immunities granted by the apostolic
see, or otherwise in any manner of way to the masters, doctors and students in the
university of our city of Bologna: And that our reverend brother, William, bishop of Glasgow,
and his successors for the time being, bishops of Glasgow, shall be rectors of the schools
of the said university of Bologna have. And that those who in process of time shall merit
to obtain a diploma in the faculty in which they study, and licence to teach, that they may
be able to instruct others; and also that those who seek the honour of master or doctor
to be conferred on them, shall be presented by the doctor or doctors and master or
masters of the faculty in which the examination is to be held, to the Bishop of Glasgow
now and for the time being, and if the church of Glasgow lack the solace of a pastor, to
the vicar or official in spiritual things of our beloved sons of the chapter of the said
church. Which bishop, or vicar, or official, having called together the other doctors and
masters then teaching there, shall diligently attend by himself or another to the examination
of those that are to be promoted in those things which in any way are requisite for the
degree of master or doctor, according to the wont and custom commonly observed in
other universities, and shall bestow on them such licence, or confer such honour of
mastership, if they shall be found fit and qualified for the same. And those who shall
have been examined and approven in the said university of the city of Glasgow, and shall
have got such licence to teach and degree, as aforesaid, shall thenceforth, without any
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other examination and approval, have full liberty to be regents and to teach, as well in the
said city as in each and all other universities in which they shall choose to rule and teach,
notwithstanding of any statues and customs, even although strengthened by oath, apostolic
conformation, or any other guarantee, and whatsoever else there may be in the contrary,
Let none therefore in any wise infringe this writing of our erection, constitution and
appointment, or with foolhardy daring go in the contrary thereof; but if any one shall
presume to attempt this, let him know that he shall incur the wrath of Almighty God, and
of the blessed apostles Peter and Paul. Given at Rome, at St Peter’s, the year of our
Lords incarnation, one thousand four hundred and fifty, the seventh of the ides of January,
and the fourth year of our pontificate.

Note on the date of the Bull: Throughout the middle ages, Western Europe used the
Julian calendar, consisting of 365 days with an extra day every fourth year. By this
calendar New Year’s Day was 25 March, i.e. 24 March 1450 was followed by 25 March 1451.
This, the Feast of the Blessed Virgin Mary, was precisely 9 months before Christmas Day.
Pope Gregory XIII began his reformation of the calendar in 1582 and his ‘Gregorian’
calendar is still the one most popularly used in the western world today. His reforms
included a loss of ten days, adopted in Scotland and England in 1751 and the beginning
of a new year on 1 January. In Scotland, 31 December 1599 was followed by 1 January
1600 but the change did not take place in England until 1 January 1752. Therefore in
dating the University’s Papal Bull, it is 1450 by the Julian calendar but 1451 by the
Gregorian one. By modern reckoning this makes the University 550 years old in 2001.

The Story of the Papal Bull
The University has been without its original Bull, issued by Pope Nicholas V in 1451,
since the mid-sixteenth century. In 1560, during the political unrest accompanying the
Scottish Reformation, the then chancellor, Archbishop James Beaton, a supporter of the
Marian cause, fled to France taking with him for safe-keeping many of the archives and
valuables of the Cathedral and the University, including the Mace and the Bull. Although
the Mace was sent back in 1590 the archives were not. Principal Dr James Fall told the
Parliamentary Commissioners of Visitation on 28 August 1690, that he had seen the Bull
at the Scots College in Paris, together with the many charters granted to the University by
the Kings and Queens of Scotland from James II to Queen Mary. The University enquired
of these documents in 1738 but was informed by Thomas Innes and the superiors of the
Scots College, that the original records of the foundation of the University were not now
to be found. If they had not been lost by this time they certainly went astray during the
French Revolution when the Scots College was itself under threat and its records and
valuables were moved for safe-keeping out of the city of Paris. Nevertheless, the Bull
remains the authority by which the University awards degrees.
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The Coat of Arms
The University of Glasgow’s crest depicts the legend of St Kentigern or St Mungo, with the
addition of the Book of Learning and a representation of the University Mace. The Mace
is the symbol of the University’s corporate dignity, it has a silver shaft and a hexagonal
head of gold and enamel work. It was made for the University in France in 1465.
The Latin motto on the ribbon - ‘Via, Veritas, Vita’ - is ‘the Way, the Truth, the Life’.

The story of the life of St Kentigern is vague and of the many legends the following
is generally accepted. He was born at Culross on the north shore of the Firth of Forth in
the early years of the sixth century, the son of Urien, Prince of Cumbria, and Thenew,
daughter of the King of Lothian. He was educated and trained as a priest of the Celtic
Church at the monastery of St Serf at Culross, Fife. The name Kentigern means ‘High
Lord’ but St Serf was very fond of him and called him Mungo, meaning “my dear friend”.

In about 550 Mungo finished his training and went to the house of a holy man named
Fergus at Kernach. Fergus died the night he arrived and Mungo placed his body on a cart
yoked by two wild bulls commanding them to convey it to the place ordained by the Lord.
They stopped at Cathures where Fergus was buried and Mungo established a church.
Mungo refered to this spot as ‘Glasgu’ or the beloved green place. This became Glasgow
and the church developed into Glasgow Cathedral. Mungo lived an ascetic and holy life
until his death in 603. He was canonised and became the patron saint of Glasgow with
a feast day on 13 January.

The legend of St Mungo depicted on the University crest consists of:
‘Here’s the Bird that never flew’ - the wild robin which St Serf tamed. It was accidentally

killed by some of his disciples who blamed it on Mungo. He took the dead bird in his
hands and prayed, restoring it to life, whereupon it flew to its master.

‘Here’s the Bell that never rang’ - the bell may have been given to St Mungo by the
Pope but there is no definite information as to how he obtained it. By the fifteenth
century St Mungo’s handbell had become a notable Glasgow symbol. Handbells were
common in the Celtic church and were used by Holy men to call the flock to worship.
In 1450, John Stewart, ‘the first provost that was in Glasgow”, left, as did many others,
an endowment to have the bell tolled throughout the city to call the inhabitants to pray for
his soul. The fate of the original bell is unknown although it was known still to exist in
1578. A replacement was purchased by Town Magistrates in 1641 and this bell is still in
the People’s Palace Museum.

‘Here’s the Tree that never grew’ - the tree is now depicted as an oak but it started
in the legend as a hazel branch. As a boy in the monastery Mungo was left in charge of
the holy fire in the refectory. He fell asleep and some of the other boys, being envious of
him, put out the fire. When he woke and found what had happened, Mungo broke off
some frozen branches from a hazel tree and caused them to burst into flames by praying
over them.
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‘Here’s the Fish that never swam’ - the fish with a ring in its mouth is a salmon and
the ring was a present from Hydderch Hael, King of Cadzow, to his Queen, Languoreth.
The Queen gave the ring to a knight and the King, suspecting an intrigue, took it from
him while he slept during a hunting party and threw it into the River Clyde. On returning
home the King demanded the ring and threatened Languoreth with death if she could
not produce it. The Queen appealed to the knight who, of course, could not help and
then confessed to St Mungo who sent one of his monks to fish in the river, instructing
him to bring back the first fish caught. This was done and St Mungo extracted the ring
from its mouth.
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Management

Chancellor
The Chancellor is the titular head of the University and has the function of conferring
degrees on persons found qualified and presented to him by the Senatus Academicus.
The Chancellor is now elected by the General Council, of which he is president, and
holds office for life. He nominates an Assessor who is a member of the University Court
and he is empowered to appoint a Vice-Chancellor to discharge, in his absence, the
function of conferring degrees. The office of Vice-Chancellor has usually been, and now
is, held by the Principal, but other senior professors, usually the Dean of Faculties or the
Clerk of Senate, may be appointed Depute Vice-Chancellors to officiate at degree
ceremonies. (Resolution 442 of 1997). Although technically elected by the Masters of
the University, from 1451 to 1692 all Chancellors were Bishops or Archbishops of Glasgow
except those elected in 1642, 1658 and 1660.

Rector
As in other universities of medieval foundation, the Rector was originally the active head
of the University, exercising jurisdiction over all it members and elected by the votes of
their nations. Under the Nova Erectio he was made president of the Senatus Academicus
but was not a member of the Faculty. The office gradually became an honorary one,
although until the end of the eighteenth century the Rector occasionally exercised visitorial
functions. Since 1858, the Rector has been elected trienially by matriculated students.
Originally the date of election was fixed by the original statutes for St Crispin’s Day,
October 25: it may now be held on any day in the Candlemas Term fixed by the University
Court after consultation with the Senatus. The Rector is president of the University Court,
and holds office for three years. For a list of Rectors from 1451 to 1600 see Durkan
and Kirk, The University of Glasgow 1451-1577 (Glasgow, 1977). No authoritive list of
Rectors has yet been compiled for the period 1601 to 1689.

Principal and Vice-Chancellor
The office of Principal Regent, or Principal of the College, dates from the beginning of the
University when he was responsible for the day-to-day administration of the College,
whereas the Rector had overall responsibility. The office has changed many times over
the centuries. For example, under the Nova Erectio of 1577 the role was reconstituted
and the Principal had to preach at the church of Govan every Sunday as the College
enjoyed the revenues of the parish. The Principal was at that time forbidden to take any
extended journey without the permission of the Rector, Dean and regents and being
absent for three consecutive days without permission was tantamount to resignation.
This practice soon became burdensome and in 1621 the Principal was freed from the
arrangement. Although for centuries the Principal was nominated by the Crown, the
appointment is now made by the University Court to whom the Principal is responsible
for the running of the University. The role of Principal today can be likened to that of chief
executive of the University. The Principal sits on the University Court and is President of
the Senate. In modern times the Principal has also been Vice Chancellor and carries out
the task of conferring degrees in the Chancellor’s absence, although this power may also
be delegated to Depute Vice-Chancellors.

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Vice-Principals
In 1972, Court Resolution 168 made provision for the office of Vice-Principal. This office
was created in response to the ever growing administrative pressures on the Principal
although from 1969 to 1970 a Principal’s Assessor undertook many of the duties now
associated with Vice-Principals. Vice-Principals must be appointed from among the Senatus
and serve for a period of three years which may be renewed at the discretion of the
Court. The duties of the Vice-Principals are assigned by the Principal. Vice-Principals
may deputise for the Principal as president of the Senate. Initially the Vice-Principals held
territorial roles but in 1995 they were given functional responsibilities. In 2001 there were
five Vice-Principals with responsibility for Estates, External Relations and Marketing,
Learning and Teaching, Research, and Staffing.

Dean of Faculties
In the pre-Reformation University, the Dean of Faculties was elected annually by the
Masters to exercise a general superintendence over studies. After the Reformation the
Dean acted as an auditor of the college accounts and Visitor of the College. The office
is now honorary and the Dean is elected by the Senatus for a period of three years.

University Court
The Court is a body corporate with perpetual succession and a common seal. The powers
of the Court, which are fully set out in the Universities (Scotland) Acts 1858 to 1966, may
be stated briefly to be: to administer the whole property and revenue of the University;
to review any decision of the Senatus, appealed against by a member of the Senatus or
other interested member of the University; to receive representations and reports from
the Senatus and General Council; to appoint chairs which are in patronage of the University;
to appoint examiners and lecturers; to recognise as qualifying towards graduation the
teaching of any college or individual teacher; to take proceedings against a principal or
professor, lecturer, assistant, recognised teacher or examiner, or any other person employed
in teaching or examining; to fix fees; to found new professorships; and, on the
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recommendation of the Senatus, to prescribe regulations for degree courses. The Court’s
powers are exercised, according to their nature, either outright or by resolution under the
1966 Act. In a few restricted areas, mainly of constitutional import, they are recognised
by ordinance.

The University Court consists of the Rector; the Principal; the President of the Students’
Representative Council; an assessor nominated by the Chancellor; an Assessor nominated
by the Students’ Representative Council; an Assessor nominated by the City of Glasgow
Council; five Assessors elected by the General Council; seven Assessors elected by the
Senatus Academicus, of whom at least three are readers or lecturers; two employee
representatives; and up to five co-opted members. The Assessors continue in office for
four years except the Students’ Representative Council Assessor, who serves for one year
by virtue of the nature of the office. The Rector, and in his absence the Chancellor’s
Assessor, is chairman and seven members constitute a quorum. The Court meets regularly
throughout the year, receiving papers from a variety of committees, as well as from Senate.

Secretary of Court
Originally the Secretary of Court was a Glasgow lawyer who held the position part-time.
In 1944, the Secretary became a full time member of the University staff and was combined
with the post of Registrar, although the posts were separated from 1983 and 1996.

Senatus Academicus
The Senatus is charged with the regulation and superintendence of the teaching and the
discipline of the University and the promotion of research. The ex officio members of the
Senatus are the Principal, who is its president, and the Professors, both established
chairholders and personal professors, together with a number of other officers, including
the Clerk of Senate. Readers and lecturers who are members of the Faculties may be
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elected to membership of the Senate to a number equal to one third of its members ex
officio by virtue of the Universities (Scotland) Act of 1858. Members of Senate are also
elected from the following constituencies: library staff - three members, research staff -
six members and other related staff - three members. Membership of Senate has also
been extended to a number of matriculated students: the Students’ Representative Council
President, Senior Vice-President, Vice-President for University Affairs, and one
representative from each of the Faculties. The Principal has a deliberative and casting
vote. One third of the Senatus constitutes a quorum.

Senate Oath
At induction Professors are required to make a verbal oath and sign as a permanent
record of their promise:

I, (Name, Degrees and Honours) and Professor of (Subject) in this University faithfully
promise in the presence of the Senate here assembled, that I shall fulfil the duties of
the office entrusted to me here, in the service of learning as my abilities shall best allow.

The new Senator is then welcomed by his/her peers.

Vice-Principal (Learning and Teaching)/Clerk of Senate
A review of the role of the Clerk of Senate led to the decision in February 2001 that the
Clerkship should be combined with the Vice-Principalship (Learning and Teaching),
in anticipation of the new post of Vice-Principal (Learning and Teaching)/Clerk of Senate
being fully operational with effect from August 2002.

The Vice-Principal (Learning and Teaching)/Clerk of Senate is a member of the University
Management Group with responsibilities for the preparation of Senate business; the
implementation of the University’s strategy and policy in learning and teaching; the profile
of educational provision; admissions and access; the approval of course and programmes;
the implementation of regulations; student appeals, complaints and discipline; graduations
and other ceremonial occasions.

Management Group
The Management Group was originally formed in 1983 as the Planning and Resources
Committee. It had been established as a result of the Jarratt Committee Report to be
responsible for the co-ordination of the University’s strategic planning and its presentation
to Court and Senate. It was renamed in 1996.

Management Group’s main purpose is to advise the Principal, as chief executive officer
of the University, on matters of policy, to advise Court and Senate on matters of strategic
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policy, academic and resource, and to act on a day-to-day basis to implement the policies
of Court and Senate. The members are the Principal, Vice-Principals, the Secretary of
Court, Clerk of Senate, the Directors of Estates and Buildings, Finance, Human Resources
and Information Services.

General Council
The General Council was constituted by the Universities (Scotland) Act of 1858, as one
of two supervisory bodies (the other, being the University Court) to take into consideration
all questions affecting the well-being of the University, and to make recommendations to
the University Court, which was required to respond to the Council.  In common with the
General Council of the other Scottish Universities, it was required to approve the ordinances
of other institutions. Disputes were to be referred to a committee of the Privy Council.
While the regulatory powers of the Court were increased by the Universities (Scotland)
Act of 1889, the Council continued in a consultative role.  Its composition is now regulated
under the Universities (Scotland) Act of 1966 by Ordinance 200 of 1997 and comprises
all persons on whom the University has conferred degrees other than honorary degrees
and have paid the statutory registration fee as a requirement of graduation, all persons
on whom the University has conferred certain degrees in the Glasgow School of Art and
the former St Andrew’s College of Education and have elected to pay the statutory
registration fee, the Chancellor of the University, the members of the University Court,
the holders of Chairs in the University, and all readers, senior lecturers and lecturers in
the University, and those former members of Court and former professors who have
elected to pay the statutory registration fee.

In terms of Ordinance 183 of 1978 the University is required to keep a register of
members of the General Council which is authenticated annually as the electoral roll for
election of the Chancellor (in accordance with Ordinance 199 of 1995) and five Assessors
on the University Court (in accordance with Ordinance 193 of 1986). The election of
Assessors takes place every two years, with two and three Assessors being elected
alternately to serve for four years at a time and no member of the Senate having any part
in the elections. The register of members is required to be open for inspection at reasonable
times in the office of the Registrar.

The Council meets twice a year on the fourth Saturday in January and June and may
hold special meetings in addition.  It elects twenty members to its Business Committee,
on which the Principal and the five Assessors also serve, to carry forward the work of the
Council.  The Business Committee appoints sub-committees covering educational policy,
finance and statistics, communications, and social affairs.  The University Court is required
by the 1966 Act to report annually to the Council and to lay before it for comment all
changes in the regulations of the University that are effected by Resolutions and Ordinances
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under the Act. The chairman of the Council is the Chancellor; whom failing, the Principal;
whom failing, the Rector; whom failing, the Chancellor’s Assessor; whom failing, the
Chairman is elected by the Meeting (see also the Registry history on page 69).

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Students’ Representative Council
Glasgow University Students’ Representative Council of the University of Glasgow was
instituted in January 1885, with the stated aims of representing the students in such
matters as affect their interests; affording a recognised means of communication between
the students and the University authorities; and promoting social and academic unity
among the students. Under Section 14 (12) of the Universities (Scotland) Act of 1889,
the Council was given officially recognised status. The appointed University Commissioners
were authorised to make Ordinances ‘to lay down regulations for the Constitution and
functions of a Students’ Representative Council in each University, and to frame regulations
under which that Council shall be entitled to make representations to the University
Court’. The Council, which is affiliated to the Scottish Union of Students and the National
Union of Students, comprises elected representatives from each faculty and from student
clubs and societies. All matriculated students of the University are eligible to vote in the
election of representatives to the Council.

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Faculties

In 2001, there were over 100 academic departments, interdisciplinary centres and institutes
grouped together into eleven faculties. Each faculty was presided over by an appointed
dean and conducts appropriate academic administration, including degree and course
development, admissions and appeals, and the financial administration of its own
resources. Scrutiny of new course proposals was conducted by relevant faculty committees
(boards of studies), but there was provision for interdisciplinary boards of studies
(Information Technology and Managerial and Administrative Studies) to report directly to
the Education Committee of Senate.

Arts
This is the senior faculty in the University as it was the only one at the time of the
University’s foundation which taught undergraduates. It originally provided teaching in
Latin, Greek, Moral Philosophy, Logic, Mathematics and Natural Philosophy (Physics).
During the nineteenth century other modern subjects were added including English
Literature, French, German, Political Economy, and History. With the growth of new social
science disciplines, several new departments were formed in the 1960s including Economic
History, Politics, Psychology, and Sociology. In 1977, the Faculty divided to form the
Faculty of Social Science.

Biomedical and Life Sciences
The Institute of Biomedical and Life Sciences was formed in 1994 through the merger
of the departments of Anatomy, Botany, Biochemistry, Cell Biology, Genetics and
Biotechnology, Microbiology, Pharmacology, Physical Education and Sports Science,
Physiology, Virology, and Zoology. In 2000, the Institute was granted faculty status with
departments formally leaving the Faculty of Science.

Divinity
This was originally a higher faculty, only offering postgraduate degrees to those who had
already taken an Arts degree. In practice however, undergraduates attended classes in
the Faculty. Originally there was only one professor in Divinity, but in the early eighteenth
century chairs were added in Hebrew and Semitic Languages and Ecclesiastical History.
Although officially teaching in the faculty was only available to members of the Church of
Scotland, the University was sympathetic to seceders and allowed them to use the College
Fore Hall for their own classes and to share in University teaching. At the time of the
union of the United Free Church and the Church of Scotland in 1929, Trinity College
became part of the Divinity Faculty. (See also the entry for Trinity College on page 17) .

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Engineering
Although Engineering has been taught at the University since 1840, the Faculty was not
formed until 1923. This was partly a consequence of the concordat with the Royal Technical
College (now the University of Strathclyde) ratified in 1913. This allowed Royal Technical
College students to receive Glasgow degrees in Applied Sciences, particularly engineering.
The trigger for the creation of the Faculty was the foundation of two new chairs in Electrical
Engineering and in the Theory and Practice of heat engines by the Institute of Engineers
and Shipbuilders in Scotland to commemorate the centenary of the death of James
Watt. The Faculty originally comprised these chairs along with Civil Engineering, Mining,
and Naval Architecture.

Law and Financial Studies
Like Divinity, this was originally a higher faculty, which only had one Regius Professor.
From the eighteenth century the Faculty concentrated on the teaching of Scots Law.
By the end of the century, teaching was increasingly directed in conjunction with the
Glasgow Faculty of Procurators which established a part time chair in Conveyancing in
1861 towards law apprentices. After the move to Gilmorehill, classes continued to be
held in the Procurators’ Hall in the City Centre. Gradually a law degree became the main
avenue into the profession. In 1925, a part time chair of Accountancy was endowed in
the Faculty, offering classes for Law apprentices but mainly taken by accountancy
apprentices. In 1967, the Bachelor of Accountancy became the normal entry to the
profession. The name of the Faculty was changed to Law and Financial Studies in 1984.

Medicine
Although the Papal Bull of 1451 provided for the teaching of medicine, formal teaching
did not begin on a regular basis until 1714. Then, the Faculty included teaching in Medicine,
Botany, and Anatomy, to which were added later Chemistry, Natural History, Surgery,
Midwifery, Materia Medica, Physiology, and Forensic Medicine. Since all the life sciences
were taught in the Faculty, the MD was the only qualification available for scholars in
those disciplines along with veterinary medicine and agricultural science. In 1893, the
Science Faculty was formed removing Botany, Zoology and Chemistry from the Faculty.
Not all undergraduate medical training in Glasgow was, however, provided by the Faculty.
There were two independent medical schools, St Mungo’s College and Anderson’s College
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of Medicine. Following government enquiries, these two colleges merged with the University
in 1947, along with the Glasgow Dental School. In 1945, the Glasgow Veterinary College
also joined the Faculty, becoming a Faculty in its own right in 1966. No list of Deans
before 1896 has yet been compiled.

Science (1893-2000)

(Scotland) Act of 1889. The Chairs of Mathematics, Natural Philosophy, Geology,
Astronomy, Civil Engineering, and Naval Architecture were transferred from the Faculty of
Arts and those in Botany, Zoology, and Chemistry from the Medical Faculty. The Science
Faculty was replaced on 1 October 2000 with the Faculties of Biomedical and Life Sciences,
Computing Science, Mathematics and Statistics and Physical Sciences.

Social Sciences
After a long and hotly contested debate, the Faculty was established in 1977 by removing
Social Science departments from the Faculty of Arts. The development of Social Science
teaching and research had been one of the goals of Sir Hector Hetherington, Principal
1936-61. This had been encouraged by the University Grants Committee in the 1960s
with the establishment of a number of new departments. Initially, the Faculty comprised
Political Economy, Psychology, Applied Economics, Economic History, Politics, Sociology,
Town and Regional Planning, Social Administration, and the Business School.

Veterinary Medicine
The Faculty has its origins in the Veterinary College, Glasgow, which itself was formally
founded in 1863. Veterinary Medicine became a University discipline within the Medical
Faculty in 1949. Since 1966, it has been a separate Faculty in its own right, more
popularly known as Glasgow Vet School. The first Dean was officially appointed when the
School moved to its current site at Garscube in 1969. The Faculty of Veterinary Medicine
was the first to appoint a woman as Dean in 1999.

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Administration

The majority of the administration of the University is carried out centrally, but faculties,
the larger departments and a few groups of departments also have their own administrators.
The central part of the administration is divided into two groupings for managerial and
budgetary purposes - they are named Central Administration and Information Services.
Only histories of the oldest offices within Central Administration and Information Services
are provided in this volume. Additional information on all the administrative departments
can be found on the University’s website.

Archive Services
Glasgow University Archive Services is the central place of deposit for records documenting
the history of the University. Effective record keeping has been an important function of
the head of the University since at least 1490 when it was noted in the Annales Universitatis
Glasguensis 1451 - 1558 that ‘in accordance with a proposition of the Lord Rector, a
parchment book is ordered to be procured, in which important writs, statutes, and lists of
the University, are to be engrossed: and also a paper book, for recording judicial
proceedings.’ The Rector continued to be concerned with safe storage of the University’s
vital records as it was recorded in 1522 that the ‘Rector deposits the Royal Charters and
other writs of the University in the Common Chest, which he locks with four keys, and
delivers these to four Masters’. The Clerk to the Faculty, and subsequently the Clerk of
Senate, maintained the records of the University due to the continuing requirement to
ensure that the privileges, rights, policies and finances of the University were kept in
good order. The Clerk’s Press, now on display in the Hunterian Museum, is the oldest
surviving piece of University furniture and was acquired in 1634 to hold such records.
Since 1955, when the first professional University Archivist was appointed, the collections
have grown to be more than just the official corporate memory of the University. They
now include documents that provide an insight into the history of the University which
official administrative records do not convey such as material created by individual staff
and students or groups and societies, as well as those of cross-institutional Higher
Education bodies.

The University Archives holds the records of the University back to its foundation in
1451, with its earliest dating from 1304, and continues to advise on effective record-
keeping practice and the identification of current records for selection as the historical
records of the future. These institutional records are primary resources for Scotland’s
educational, intellectual and cultural history. The collections include those for predecessor
and affiliated bodies, such as Anderson’s College of Medicine, Glasgow Veterinary College,
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Glasgow Dental Hospital and School, Queen Margaret College, Royal Scottish Academy
of Music and Drama, St Andrew’s College of Education, St Mungo’s College of Medicine,
and Trinity College. There are large collections of photographs relating to University
personnel and buildings and Scottish topography and plans of University buildings and land.

Archive Services also manage internationally important collections of business records
covering the whole of Scotland and beyond, dating from the eighteenth century to the
present. These reflect the contribution and breadth of activity that Scotland’s business,
industry, and enterprise has made past and present to the world economy. The collections
were inaugurated in 1959 by Sydney Checkland, the first Professor of Economic History,
and have been managed by Archive Services since 1975. The collection of shipbuilding
records, many held on behalf of the National Archives of Scotland, is unrivalled and
includes those of John Brown of Clydebank, the builders of the Queen Elizabeth and
Queen Mary, William Denny of Dumbarton, Lithgows of Port Glasgow and Scotts of
Greenock, the world’s senior shipbuilder. Also included are the records of important
national and international companies such as North British Locomotive Co, the world’s
largest locomotive works in 1900; James Finlay and Sons, East India merchants; Gourock
Ropeworks Co and their New Lanark Mills, now a world heritage site; J and P Coats,
world dominant Paisley thread manufacturers; the House of Fraser department store
group; Anchor Line, cruise and emigrant passenger shipping company; Ivory and Sime,
Edinburgh investment trust managers; Babcock and Wilcox, boiler-makers; Lloyds TSB,
Scotland, and the major Scottish brewing and distilling companies. There are papers
of individual and families of entrepreneurs like Viscount William Weir (1877-1959),
Sir James Lithgow (1883-1952), and the Napier Family including their shipping, automobile,
and textile interests. Altogether there are over five hundred individual collections.

The prime purpose of collecting original and unique archival records is to support
teaching and research in the University of Glasgow and the wider community. The records
are open to the public five days a week and are well used by both the local and international
academic community as well as enthusiasts, local and family historians and many others.

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Bedellus
The office of Bedellus (or Beadle) dates from foundation. The function of the Bedellus
was to keep the students in order, and on the days of public functions he arranged the
seats for dignitaries. He posted notices of academic and public nature and proclaimed
masses, festivals, and holidays. He administered the oath to licentiates, and himself
took oath on appointment to be obedient to the Dean of Faculties and mindful of the
welfare of the University. He also attended the Rector and on ceremonial occasions
carried the Mace. The statutes required the Bedellus to serve any student of the Faculty
of Arts who paid him sixpence at the feast of All Saints. He was also allowed eight pence
from each student before admission to trial for the BA and eighteen pence at graduation.

The duties of the Bedellus have varied greatly over the centuries and the post has on
occasion been merged with that of Janitor. For example, in the seventeenth and eighteenth
centuries the incumbent was required to regulate bonfire setting, purchase College supplies,
and keep time during the Blackstone Chair examinations.

The work of the modern Bedellus includes the planning of day-to-day janitorial duties
which involves liaising with many departments such as Registry and Central Room Booking.
The Bedellus also administers the examination venues. The most prominent role continues
to be on ceremonial occasions, leading the academic procession carrying the fifteenth
century University Mace. At Commemoration Day and Graduations, the Bedellus places
the hood over each graduand’s head after they have been capped.

The Depute Bedellus assists the Bedellus and on ceremonial occasions carries the
Rector’s Mace.

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Chaplaincies
The Chaplain to the University
The Blackfriars Church, formerly the church of the adjoining Dominican Priory which had
been closely connected with the University since its foundation, became the property of
the University after the Reformation and was used as the College Church. In 1635, it was
handed over to the Town Council, but the University continued to attend services in it,
reserved the right to use it, as it had been used since 1451 for University ceremonies,
and contributed to the cost of rebuilding it in 1702. After a petition from the students in
1764, services were instituted in the College Hall and a Chaplain was appointed. Seats
were subsequently reserved for the College in St Paul’s parish church and the services in
the College Hall were then abandoned. They were resumed after the migration to the
new buildings in 1870 firstly in the Hunterian Museum and then in the Bute Hall. Work
began on building a new chapel in 1914 and in late 1929 it was completed and dedicated
as a memorial to the members of the University who fell in the Great War of 1914-1918.
Their names are recorded on the tablets at the east end. Other tablets on the walls
immediately to the east of the stalls contain the names of the members of the University
who are known to have given their lives in the war of 1939-1945. The office of Chaplain
was revived in 1930. The chapel services, which are held in accordance with the forms of
the Church of Scotland, are under the charge of a Joint Committee of Court and Senate.
Services are held on Sundays in term at 11am and there is a daily service at 8.45am.

Roman Catholic Chaplaincy
The Roman Catholic Chaplaincy had its roots in the University Students Sodality formed
at the beginning of the twentieth century by Father Parry, SJ. In 1925 the name of the
organisation was changed to the Glasgow University Catholic Men’s Society. In 1919,
a separate association of women students - the Glasgow University Catholic Women’s
Association - was set up by Sister Mary of St Wilfred, Principal of Dowanhill Training
College, with spiritual advice from the Rectors of St Peter’s College, Bearsden. The need
for a meeting place on campus was great by 1930 and 53 Southpark Avenue was
purchased by the Archbishop of Glasgow. The societies flourished under the direction of
Rev William Eric Brown, who, in 1930, became the first officially appointed Chaplain to
the Roman Catholic Students. That year the societies merged to become the Glasgow
University Catholic Society. In 1945, the premises at 53 Southpark Avenue became
inadequate and the Archbishop assisted in the purchase of three adjoining houses which
became Turnbull Hall, officially opened in 1951.

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Anglican Chaplaincy
A Chaplain to Episcopalian students was first appointed in 1947. In 1963, a Chaplaincy
was established at 43 Oakfield Avenue and the chapel dedicated to St Michael being
known as Michaelhouse. The Chaplaincy developed as a centre not just for the University
of Glasgow but also for all institutions of higher education in Glasgow. In 1989,
the Michaelhouse services transferred to the shared University of Glasgow Chaplaincy
offices on campus.

Other Chaplaincies
Chaplaincies to the Baptist, Free Church, International, Jewish and Methodist students
have also been established along with a Chaplaincy for Overseas Students shared with
Glasgow Caledonian University and the University of Strathclyde.

Hunterian Museum and Art Gallery
The University’s Museum and Art Gallery are named after William Hunter, the distinguished
physician, anatomist, and medical teacher, born in 1718 at East Kilbride, who in 1783
bequeathed to the University, where he had studied, the contents of the museum which
he had built up over a number of years in his house in Great Windmill Street, London.
‘To acquire knowledge and to communicate it to others has been the pleasure, the
business and the ambition of my life.’ A fine domed building, with classical facade, was
erected in the grounds of the Old College and opened to the public in 1807. The Hunterian
is thus Scotland’s oldest museum.
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Hunter’s collections included books and manuscripts, coins, paintings and prints,
geological, zoological and botanical specimens, and anatomical preparations related to
his medical work. All areas have grown enormously since Hunter’s time, and are regularly
deployed in undergraduate teaching and in postgraduate research, as well as by curators
and other University staff, and are the subject of study by scholars and researchers
worldwide. The main subject areas today are fine art, archaeology and ethnography,
numismatics, geology, zoology, and scientific instruments. There is a very active education
programme for school pupils and indeed for groups of all ages and backgrounds.

After the University move to Gilmorehill in 1870, the entire collections were initially
housed within the main museum in the Gilbert Scott Building (where the archaeological,
ethnographic, numismatic, and geological displays are still to be found), but over the
years the books and manuscripts were transferred to the University Library where they
fall within the remit of the Special Collections department, the zoology collections are in
the Graham Kerr Building and the anatomy collections in the Allen Thomson Building,
and the pathology collections are at the Royal Infirmary. The art collection is housed in
the Hunterian Art Gallery in Hillhead Street.

Geology Collections
The Museum has internationally important geological collections, covering almost the
whole range of geological science. Particular strengths among the minerals and rocks
include William Hunter’s own mineral collection (with accompanying eighteenth century
lists, bills and invoices), ocean island rocks especially Jan Mayen, and Antarctic islands;
J W Gregory rocks and mine suites from Australia, China and elswhere; Playfair and
Webb Seymour’s specimens illustrating Hutton’s work; Connemara metamorphic rocks;
South American silver and copper minerals; Dalradian sulphide mineralisation; greenockite;
minerals of the Leadhills-Wanlockhead mining district; Scottish Carbonifeous zeolite
minerals; gemstones; and meteorites, including the High Possil meteorite which fell on
Glasgow in 1804.

The fossil collections comprise both research and display specimens of world-wide
significance, with a high proportion of type and figured specimens. Some fossils are local
to Scotland including trilobites from the Girvan district, rare Silurian fish from Lesmahagow;
Carboniferous shrimps, fish and sharks with soft tissue preservation from Bearsden;
footprints from early tetrapods from the Glasgow Carboniferous and the Elgin Permian;
the remains of Scottish dinosaurs and their tracks; as well as mammoth teeth; and an
extensive palaeobotanical collection.
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Archaeology, Ethnography and History Collections
William Hunter’s own collection did not include many antiquities, but he had acquired
important ‘first contact’ ethnographic material brought back by Captain Cook and his
officers in the 1770s from New Zealand, Oceania, and the north-west coast of North
America. Many other ethnographic items have been presented by students, graduates
and members of staff of the University who had travelled abroad, and by missionaries.
The holdings in prehistoric archaeology owe much to a substantial donation, in 1914 and
1951, by a local collector, A Henderson Bishop, including Lower Palaeolithic artefacts
from Southern England, Upper Palaeolithic objects from the Dordogne area of France,
and fine Mesolithic collections excavated in Argyllshire; material from Swiss Neolithic
‘lake villages’ is especially unusual. Scottish Iron Age pottery and artefacts have been
obtained more recently though excavations by the Museum’s staff. Other material derives
from the Mediterranean area, including Greece and Italy, and the Middle East, including
much interesting Egyptian material from El Amarna, the Eighteenth Dynasty capital of
the Pharaoh Akhnaten.

Locally found Roman material dating to the first and second centuries AD, a period
during which the Roman government was attempting to add Scotland to its Empire,
includes altars, gravestones, commemorative tablets and sculpted figures; special mention
may be made of the Distance Slabs, erected by the Roman legions to mark the construction
of the Antonine Wall between Forth and Clyde in AD 142; some stones were acquired by
the University well before the Hunterian Museum was founded. Excavated material from
more than twenty Roman forts in central and south-western Scotland includes several
hundred fragments of shoes and other leatherwork, stone capitals and columns, and a
complete wooden wheel from Bar Hill, near Kirkintilloch.

Historical material includes Scottish and English pewter and glass, examples of Scottish
nineteenth and twentieth century ceramics presented by Henry E Kelly, besides other
objects of mediaeval date or later. Under this heading come memorials of William Hunter
and of the past history of the University.

Scientific and medical instruments
The collection has its origins in teaching apparatus purchased by Glasgow professors
from the seventeenth century onwards, including the model Newcomen ‘Atmospheric’
steam engine that in 1765 inspired James Watt, then employed as the University’s ‘scientific
instrument maker’, to invent the ‘separate condenser’ which made the industrial revolution
possible, the model ‘Stirling engine’ which inspired Lord Kelvin to postulate the Second
Law of Thermodynamics, and Oersted’s compression bottle with which he proved it.
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Important contributions to the fields of electrical engineering, marine engineering and
thermodynamics by William Thomson, later Lord Kelvin, who was Professor of Natural
Philosophy 1846-1899, are reflected in a substantial body of apparatus and instruments,
many of which were invented and patented by him for industrial use.

Other great names of science and medicine represented include the civil engineer and
builder of the Forth and Clyde Canal John Smeaton, the popular educationalist, John
Anderson; the discoverer of vaccination Edward Jenner; the botanist George Bentham;
the inventor of the electric clock Alexander Bain; the thermodynamicist James Prescott
Joule; the father of antiseptic surgery Joseph Lister; the pioneer of x-ray cinematography
John MacIntyre; the inventor of the thermionic valve and father of electronics John Ambrose
Fleming; the nuclear physicist and Nobel prizewinner Frederick Soddy and the inventor
of television, John Logie Baird.

The Hunter Coin Cabinet
At the time of Hunter’s death, his Coin Cabinet was second only to that of the King of
France. Although more than doubling in size since coming to the University, its core
remains William Hunter’s own coins and medals and it continues to be regarded as one
of the world’s great numismatic collections.

Hunter’s accounts of the coins, which he bought, still preserved in the original cabinet,
show that between 1770 and 1783 he spent more than £22,000 on such purchases.
As a result the Cabinet contains an outstanding series of Ancient Greek and Roman
coins as well as comprehensive collections of the medieval coins of the British Isles and
important groups of Renaissance, Papal and British medals.

Recent additions include the Coats Collection of Greek, Roman and British coins; the
Lockie collection of Modern British and World coins; the Lockie and Maclean collections
of communion tokens; and the Cuthbert collection of Scottish coins. The Walter Allan
bequest allows further additions to be made, noteworthy being a rapidly expanding
collection of post-1800 Scottish medals.

The Hunterian Art Gallery
William Hunter’s founding bequest included some of the University’s most important
pictures: Rembrandt’s oil sketch for ‘The Entombment of Christ’; a ‘Panoramic Landscape’
by Philips Koninck; ‘Head of an Old Man’ by Rubens; and three outstanding paintings by
Chardin: ‘The Cellar Boy’, ‘The Scullery Maid’ and ‘A Lady Taking Tea’. Hunter’s collection
also included important works by Zuccarelli, Philips Wouwerman, Paul de Vos, Lucas
van Uden, Alexandre Roslin, Reynolds and Stubbs.
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The art collection has continued to grow. In 1963, Ina J Smillie bequeathed seventeenth-
century Flemish and Dutch paintings including works by Erasmus Quellinus, Nicolaes
Maes, Edwaert Colyer and Pieter Neefs the Younger. The W A Cargill of Carruth collection,
presented in 1970, consists of important portraits by Ramsay, Reynolds, Romney and
Raeburn, and works by Corot and Pissarro. There is a small holding of modern British
pictures and sculptures. Scottish art from the eighteenth century onwards is well
represented with particular strengths in the Glasgow Boys and Scottish Colourists. Many
of these works were presented by or bought from funds provided by Gilbert Innes and
Alec Lawrence Macfie, Adam Smith Professor of Political Economy, 1945-1958.

Two of the most remarkable gifts have been those of the Charles Rennie Mackintosh
and the James McNeill Whistler collections. The Mackintosh estate of drawings, designs
and archival material was gifted by Sylvan MacNair. It comprises the largest collection
anywhere of the architect’s work and, as with the Whistler collection, makes the University
a major centre for students and scholars interested in ‘art nouveau’ and the art movements
of the latter part of the nineteenth century. The Mackintosh House, the reassembled
interiors from Mackintosh’s nearby Glasgow home (now demolished), is one of the Gallery’s
most significant features. The principal interiors of the house - dining room, studio-drawing
room and main bedroom - have been meticulously reassembled using fitments salvaged
from the original property. The decorative schemes follow the originals as closely as was
possible and the rooms are furnished with Mackintosh’s personal collection of furniture,
all to his design.

The Whistler collection, gifted and bequeathed by the artist’s sister-in-law, comprises
over seventy oil paintings, a hundred pastels, several watercolours and a large number of
etchings and lithographs, supplemented by a group of the artist’s possessions and
complemented by his personal papers which are housed in the University Library.

The Print Room owed its inception to a series of gifts by Dr James A McCallum in
1939, and periodically until his death in 1949, and the bequest of William Robert Scott,
Adam Smith Professor of Political Economy 1915-1940. Together with other gifts and
recent purchases the collection contains a representative range of prints of every period
from the fifteenth century to the present day and is the largest print collection in Scotland.

Zoology Museum
William Hunter acquired many zoological specimens, the focus of which were his collections
of insects, shells and corals. Hunter made this material, especially the insects and corals,
available for study to the pre-eminent naturalists of his day and this resulted in many
scientifically important type specimens being designated from his collections.
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Over the last two hundred years the collections have grown greatly and number over
one million specimens today. In 1923, Sir John Graham Kerr, Regius Professor of Zoology,
1902-1935 installed the collections in a fine new gallery reputedly inspired by the design
of a Roman bath-house. Graham Kerr himself built up the collections for teaching, reference
and research through field collecting, encouraging donations and purchase of specimens.
In the 1930s, local naturalists and collectors such as J J F X King and T G Bishop donated
their vast collections of insects. Frank Knight, Alexander Frew and Alexander Patience
gave collections of molluscs and aquatic arthropods. Kerr himself left important collections
of lungfish.

The collection today is particularly strong in entomology, and there are good teaching
and research collections across the vertebrates and the common non-insect invertebrate
groups. Some of the specimens such as the marsupial wolf, the aye-aye, the elephant
bird egg, or the dodo bones represent species that have become extinct or rare and are
now irreplaceable.

Visiting the Museum and Art Gallery
The Hunterian Museum in the Gilbert Scott Building and the Art Gallery in Hillhead
Street are currently open Monday to Saturday. The Zoology Museum in the Graham Kerr
Building can be visited Monday to Friday.

Directors of Hunterian Museum and Art Gallery
From 1809 until 1902 there was one Keeper with overall managerial responsibility.
From 1902 until 1977 there was no one Keeper, instead Professorial Honorary Keepers
took responsibility for the individual collections. In 1977, a Director was appointed with
responsibility for the management of the entire collection.

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Library
The first explicit mention of the University Library was in November 1475 when the first
donations by the University’s Chancellor, Bishop John Laing, were recorded - a manuscript
compendium of Aristotle and Pseudo-Aristotelian texts, and a paper volume of quaestiones.
The next gift noted is that of Duncan Bunch, the first Principal of the Auld Pedagogy.
This comprised ten volumes, including works by Aristotle, Porphyry, Boethius on logic,
Albertus Magnus on physics, and questions by Bunch’s teacher at Cologne, John Althilmer.
In this fashion of small donations and bequests the Library steadily grew throughout the
pre-Reformation period.

The Nova Erectio of 1577 also signalled the rebirth of the Library. An early donation of
Greek books, Plato, Plutarch, Strabo, Euclid, Aristophanes, mostly with Basel imprints,
from the distinguished humanist poet George Buchanan, symbolised the spirit of the
new era. From a stock of around 3,500 at the end of the seventeenth century, the Library
grew sharply throughout the course of the eighteenth century. This was due largely to the
Copyright Act of 1709, which required that it be furnished with a copy of each work
entered at Stationers’ Hall, London. By 1760 the holdings had extended to about 6,000
and by 1791 this had reached some 20,000. A printed catalogue was published that
year by the Foulis Press, compiled by Archibald Arthur, professor of Moral Philosophy,
Chaplain and Librarian. The University received the greatest boost to its library holdings
in 1807, however, when it inherited the prized collection of books and manuscripts
assembled by Dr William Hunter, the distinguished anatomist and Physician Extraordinary
to Queen Charlotte. His personal library of some 10,000 printed volumes doubled the
library’s stock.

Distance from London and the attendant difficulties of acquiring the books required by
the teaching staff, rendered the Stationers’ Privilege ineffective and consequently in 1836
it was commuted to a fixed sum paid from the Treasury. By 1888, the Library’s holdings
had risen to some 126,000 volumes.

Today the University Library occupies a twelve storey building in Hillhead Street originally
constructed in 1968 and extended in 1983, 1986 and 1997. It is the centre of the
University’s library system and houses the principal collections in all fields except
Chemistry, Dental Medicine, Education, and Veterinary Medicine, which are held in Branch
Libraries. There is also a Faculty Library in Social Sciences (the Adam Smith Library),
containing mainly duplicate undergraduate texts.

The Director of Library Services, is also the Keeper of the Hunterian Books and
Manuscripts. Formal relationships between the Library and the academic community
are maintained through the Library Committee, which has representatives from Court,
Senate, the Faculties, the Student Representative Council and the Library Staff.
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The Library’s Special Collections are among the finest in the United Kingdom. They
include the aforementioned books and manuscripts of the Hunterian Library, forming
part of the Museum bequeathed to the University by William Hunter in 1783. Among the
10,000 volumes are 649 manuscripts, 534 incunabula (including 10 books printed by
William Caxton) and upwards of 2,300 sixteenth-century editions.

There are several other notable collections.
The library of William Euing (20,000 volumes), including many fifteenth and sixteenth

century books, over 2,000 bibles, 408 black-letter ballads and, by transfer in 1937,
his collection of 5,000 music volumes originally bequeathed to Anderson’s College.
The library of John (Soda) Ferguson (7,500 volumes), consists mainly of items on the
history of chemistry, alchemy and the occult. The library of David Murray (23,000 items),
is mainly on Glasgow and west of Scotland history. A collection of 2,000 emblem books
formed by Sir William Stirling Maxwell, and bequeathed in 1956 by his son, Sir John
Stirling Maxwell, is the finest in the world.

The library of Trinity College, Glasgow (75,000 items) was transferred to the University
when the Trinity College building closed. Included are several thousand rare early works,
14,000 pamphlets, and the personal collections of John Eadie on biblical studies,
Constantin von Tischendorf on Near Eastern topography, biblical codicology and textual
studies, and James Mearns on hymnology.

The Scottish Theatre Archive, established in 1981 to collect material from all over
Scotland, includes among its largest collections those of the Citizens’ Theatre, Edinburgh
Festival Fringe, Royal Lyceum Theatre, Wildcat Stage Productions, Scottish Ballet, BBC
Radio Scotland scripts, and Jimmy Logan’s collection of music-hall memorabilia.
Also held are many collections of personal manuscript material including the papers of
the artist James McNeill Whistler.

Registry
The Registry arranges the annual matriculation (registration) of all students, and maintains
the records of all students and graduates of the University. The office is also responsible
for examination arrangements, the distribution of grant and loan cheques, the collection
of tuition fees, student financial aid, and the organisation of graduations.

History of Matriculation
Matriculation at the University of Glasgow initially appears to have been known as the
incorporation of students, although surviving records from the 1470s onwards also describe
the process as being ‘admitted’ to the University. Later, incorporation became known as
matriculation, the name remaining in use to the present time.

Matriculation was not fully comprehensive until 1859. Before that date, only those
gowned students (those studying Latin, Greek, Logic, Ethics, and Physics) who wished to
proceed to graduation or any student who wished to vote in the Rectorial election, or to
use the Library, had to matriculate and even this policy was not rigidly enforced. For
many years it was therefore possible for a student to attend the University without ever
having matriculated, and, as matriculation at many periods involved the payment of
fees, there was incentive for it to be avoided.

In the early days of the University, matriculation could take place at any time during
the rectorial year of a student’s entry to the University. In I727, however, a Royal Commission
laid down, among many other regulations, that the general matriculation of gowned
students was to be held annually on the lawful day immediately preceding the rectorial
election (held on 15th or 16th of November), although matriculation was still allowed at
other times as required. In addition ungowned students were required, when matriculating,

to promise to attend their classes for three months at least and to repeat the promise
every subsequent year of attendance.

Modern matriculation grew from the system set up by Senate in 1843 to regulate use
of the Library when students were required to enter their name in the Library album and
pay seven shillings to the Library fund. Matriculation did not truly become compulsory,
however until 1859, following the passing of the Scottish Universities Commission
Ordinance 3, dated 6 July 1859, which laid down:

‘That from and after the fifteenth day of October in this present year, there shall be,
in the said University of Glasgow, one matriculation only of each student for each session
of attendance; and such matriculation shall, like the matriculation or enrolment now in
use at the Library in the said University, be compulsory on all students, and shall, for the
session in respect of which it takes place, entitle students to the use of the Library and all
the privileges of matriculated students; and the matriculation fee for the winter session
shall be ten shillings and for the summer session five shillings.’

Many Ordinances were issued regarding matriculation, the majority altering the amount
of fees payable. However, Ordinance 18 of 1889 had a much greater significance.
It allowed women to graduate. Women were admitted for the first time as matriculated
students of the University of Glasgow in 1892. (See also the Queen Margaret College
history on page 14).

Lists of matriculated students have been published until 1858. (See the Select
Bibliography on pages 209-210 for details). For current matriculation regulations see the
latest University Calendar.

History of Graduation
Since 1451, all graduates have been required to inscribe their names in the graduation
album on graduating. These have been published up to 1897. (See the Select Bibliography
on pages 209-210 for details). Technically from 1688 until 1853 Masters of Arts were
also required to sign the Westminster Confession. Until recently it was not possible to
graduate in absentia and therefore all graduands had to attend the ceremony. Until 1889
graduates were required to pay a fee to each professor who signed their degree parchment.
Thereafter graduation fees were set by Ordinance.

Head of Registry
From 1858 until 1944, the Registrar was the most senior administrative officer in the
University. When the Secretary of Court became a full-time post in 1944 it was combined
with the post of Registrar. The positions were separated once again in 1983. In 1996,
the post of Registrar ceased to exist. Day to day administration is undertaken by the Head
of Registry but ultimate responsibility for the functions rests with the Secretary of Court.

Crichton University Campus, Dumfries.
The Crichton University Campus, Dumfries, is the UK’s first multi-university campus.
In 1996, the University responded to an invitation from Dumfries and Galloway Council
about the establishment of a University College in Dumfries. The original intention of the
19th century benefactor Elizabeth Crichton was to establish a university on the site of the
Crichton Hospital so as to provide higher education for the region. Her wishes were over-
ruled by the government of the day and the benefaction was then used for a mental
hospital. Plans for University College were publically announced in July of 1996 and an
accord was signed in February 1997 between the University and three other local partners.
University of Glasgow Professor of Social Policy and Social Work, Rex Taylor, was appointed
the first Director in 1997.

The first students enrolled for a three year BA degree in 1999. The wider campus also
accommodates the University of Paisley (offering courses in business, management and
computing), Bell College (School of Health Studies) and the Dumfries and Galloway
College annexe (offering a range of business and social science courses). Students of
the University of Glasgow and the University of Paisley share the library, as well as
information technology, and student support services. By 2005, it is envisaged that there
will be around 1500 students on the campus.

Glasgow School of Art
Glasgow School of Art has its origins in the Glasgow Government School of Design, which
was established in 1845. It changed its name to its present title in 1853. It was given
powers to award its own diplomas in 1853 and after the Second World War its own
degrees. With the abolition of the Council for National Academic Awards in the early
1990s, the University of Glasgow accredited degrees in fine art and design. From 1885,
the School taught architecture and building construction and in 1903 a joint Glasgow
School of Architecture was established with the Glasgow and West of Scotland Technical
College (later the Royal Technical College). The first diplomas were awarded in 1910.
Following the concordat with the Royal Technical College in 1924, the University of Glasgow
set up a degree course in architecture which was taught in the School. After the
establishment of the University of Strathclyde in 1964, the Glasgow School of Architecture
closed. The Mackintosh School of Architecture was established in 1970 within Glasgow
School of Art. Its degrees are accredited by the University and the Mackintosh School
Director is the University’s Professor of Architecture.
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Scottish Agricultural College
The College was established as the West of Scotland Agricultural College under the aegis
of the Glasgow and West of Scotland Technical College in 1899, with the University being
represented on its governing body. Within a year it had a permanent home in Blytheswood
Square and sixty-one students. In 1927 the Auchincruive estate in Ayrshire was gifted to
the College by John Hannah of Girvan Mains and became the home of the Hannah
Dairy Research Institute which had been set up in 1889. Following the recommendations
of the Alness Committee in 1943, a degree course in agriculture was established in
association with the University of Glasgow. The University took over responsibility for the
whole degree programme in 1954 when the Chair of Agriculture, to be held by the
Director of the College, was established. The Allness Committee also proposed that all
the College’s functions should be based at Auchincruive but it was not until 1974 that the
Blythswood Square premises were finally abandoned. Following a report of a committee
chaired by Sir Alwyn Williams, Principal of the University, the College became in 1990
part of the Scottish Agricultural College formed by the amalgamation of three regional
colleges of agriculture, the West of Scotland, the North of Scotland (founded 1904) and
the East of Scotland (founded 1901). The Scottish Agricultural College undertakes
advanced education and training (up to postgraduate level), research and development,
and advisory and consultancy for rural businesses. Its work encompasses a wide range
of subjects but there is an emphasis of food, land, environmental science and rural
resource, and business management.
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Professors of the University

Regents
From the foundation of the University until 1727 the teaching was in the hands of the
regents. There were normally four regents, each of whom taught one year of students
throughout the curriculum. In 1642, certain subjects were assigned to each regent but
the old system was reinstated in 1667.

Established Chairs
The earliest University chairs grew out of the subjects taught under the regenting system.
Humanity, Greek, Mathematics, Moral Philosophy, Natural Philosophy, and Logic and
Rhetoric all developed this way, having been founded by the University Faculty. However,
the earliest recorded foundation of a chair was Practice of Medicine (later renamed
Medicine and Therapeutics) in 1637. A University meeting on 25 October that year
appointed Robert Mayne, one of the regents, to be Professor of Medicine with a stipend
of 400 marks. Although in 1713 the chair lapsed, an endowment from Queen Anne
allowed its reinstatement. Eleven of the University’s Professors in 2001 held chairs that
were originally founded or endowed by the Crown. These Regius Chairs were instituted in
the period from 1709 (Queen Anne) to 1861 (Queen Victoria). An annual salary from the
Crown was orignially attached to some but not all of these chairs. From the 1688 Revolution
until 1853 professors on admission to office were required to sign the Westminster
Confession before the Presbytery of Glasgow.

From the time of the Universities (Scotland) Act of 1858, chairs were required to be
established by Ordinance. The University of Glasgow found this particularly useful as
resentments and rivalries had developed between the Faculty and Regius Professors and
the Act united them into one body to regulate teaching and discipline. This body was the
Senatus Academicus or the Senate. Since the Universities (Scotland) Act of 1966, chairs
have been required to be established by Resolution of the University Court.

Founded in 1887, with similar lectureships in the other three ancient Scottish Universities,
by the bequest of Adam Gifford, one of the Senators of the College of Justice, for promoting,
advancing and diffusing the study of Natural Theology in the widest sense of that term -
in other words, ‘the Knowledge of God, the Infinite, the All, the First and Only Cause,
the One and the Sole Substance, the Sole Being, the Sole Reality, and the Sole Existence,
the Knowledge of His Nature and Attributes, the Knowledge of the Relations which men
and the whole universe bear to Him, the Knowledge of the Nature and Foundation of
Ethics or Morals, and of all the Obligations and Duties thence arising”. In 1986, a series
of Gifford Research Fellowships tenable in alternate years by more junior scholars interested
in research in Natural Theology and Philosophy, was introduced. The Fellow is expected
to engage in full-time research and to give occasional lectures, which are open to the
general public. Patron: the Senatus. The lecturer is appointed for a period of two years,
but the same person may be reappointed for other two periods of two years each, provided
that no person shall hold the office of lecturer in this University for more than six years in all.
The lecturer is subjected to no test, and the founder expressed the wish that the subject
should be treated as a strictly natural science. The lectures are open to the public.

The lecturer is appointed by the Trustees and holds office
for three years; and he or she must deliver not fewer than four, nor more than six,
lectures in the University elsewhere as the Trustees may determine. The lectures are
open to the public.

Economy to take turns on an annual basis to host visiting scholars and arrange public lectures.

Regulations
The University has the power to confer degrees on graduands by authority of the founding
Papal Bull of 1451. Regulations governing the content and type of degrees awarded are
set by Resolutions of the University Court under powers granted by the Universities
(Scotland) Act of 1966. The current regulations for entitlement to graduate can be found
in the latest edition of University Calendar.

Ceremonial Procedure
Graduation ceremonies follow tradition that has developed over the centuries.
Roughly translated as ‘taking a step’, graduation symbolises the move of the former
student (now called graduand) into wider society as a graduate, there to use the talents
developed as a member of this society and which the University acknowledges by the
conferment of a degree.

The University confers four types of degree:
• Doctorates awarded as Honorary Degrees in recognition of work of great distinction

(for example, LLD, DLitt, DSc, DUniv)
• Doctorates for research presented in a thesis - the PhD is the only degree awarded in

all Faculties
• Masters’ for advanced study taken by graduates (for example, MPhil, MSc)
• First degrees, such as the Bachelors’ in Science, Engineering and some Arts subjects;

the principal first degree in Arts and Social Sciences is the Master of Arts.

At graduation, students are presented for degrees by the Dean of the Faculty in which
they studied. The order of presentation is that of the ‘seniority’ of the Faculties and of
degree, with ‘higher’ degrees coming before first degrees. For example, three Deans in
succession may present graduands for PhDs, then two may present Masters’ and then
all the Deans in sequence present their first degrees.

The Procession
The Procession enters the Bute Hall to the strains of the organ playing Gaudeamus Igitur.
The playing, and often the singing, of this medieval academic anthem is traditional on
such occasions:

At the head of the procession comes the Mace, symbol of the University’s authority,
carried by the Bedellus.

Behind him comes the person conferring the degrees; by right it is the Chancellor but he
may delegate his powers to the Vice-Chancellor (the Principal). In their absence degrees
may be conferred by a senior professor, usually the Dean of Faculties or Clerk of Senate.

Next come the Professor of Divinity, the Clerk of Senate and the Dean of Faculties,
followed by the Deans of the Faculties, members of Senate and other teaching staff.

The Ceremony
After the Mace has been placed on the table in front of the platform party, and before
anyone sits, the Professor of Divinity opens the proceedings in Latin with a prayer written
by the Dutch scholar, Erasmus (c.1466-1536):

Prayer of Thanksgiving
Aeterne Deus et Clementissime Pater, gratias tibi quam maximas agimus quod nos
a fera et agresti vita ad artes ingenuas et scientarum cognitionem deduxeris, quod domum
nostram perpetua largitate et misericordia usque ad hunc diem prosecutus sis quod
viam nobis et veritatem et vitam in Filio tuo indicaveris.

A te, Pater, petimus ut servi tui graduandi, ab his profecti intitiis, ad metam perfectionis
adspirent, et nobis nostraeque reipublicae laudi et ornamento esse possint. Tibi, Pater,
Filio, et Spiritui Sancto sit laus, honor et gloria in saecula saeculorum. Amen

The first Dean presents the graduands for their degrees. Each graduand is called, moves
forward and kneels to be touched lightly on the head or ‘capped’ with a flat velvet cap by
the presiding official, who pronounces Latin words of conferment.
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The precise words said vary according to the degree. For the PhD these will be
‘Te Philosophiae Doctorum creamus’, which translated is, ‘we create you a Doctor
of Philosophy’. The words are repeated for each graduand in turn. With Masters and First
degrees, the full wording - for example - ‘Te Medicinae Baccalaureum et Chirurgiae
Baccalauream creamus’ which translated is, ‘we create you Bachelor of Medicine and
Bachelor of Surgery’ is used only for the first graduand, and it is usual to say ‘Te quoque’
(and you also) for those who follow.

The Bedellus then puts the graduate’s hood in place, the Head of the Registry hands
over the diploma and the graduate leaves the platform.

Hoods are different colours according to the degree conferred with many of the colours
being taken from the native flora of Scotland. (See also section on Academic Dress on
page 188).

Medical Graduates’ Oath
Every candidate for the degrees of Bachelor of Medicine, Bachelor of Surgery and Bachelor
of Dental Surgery must at graduation subscribe to the following declaration:

I do solemnly and sincerely declare that, as a Graduate in Medicine of the University of
Glasgow, I will exercise the several parts of my profession, to the best of my knowledge
and abilities, for the good, safety, and welfare of all persons committing themselves or
committed to my care and direction; and that I will not knowingly or intentionally do
anything or administer anything to them to their hurt or prejudice for any consideration
or from any motive whatever. And I further declare that I will keep silence as to anything
I have seen or heard while visiting the sick which it would be improper to divulge.

And I make this solemn declaration in virtue of the Provisions of the Promissary Oaths
Act, 1868, substituting a Declaration for Oaths in certain cases.

This declaration takes the place of the Latin oath which until 1868 was required of all
graduates in medicine. The terms of this oath were:

Testor Deum omnipotentem me hoc iusiurandum pro virili servaturum; victus rationem
aegris commodam et salutarem pro virili servaturum; nullius intercessione nec sponte
noxium pharmacum cuiquam propinaturum; sed sancte et caste vitam artemque meam
instituturum; in quascunque domos intravero ad aegrotantium duntaxat salutem
ingressurum et ab omni iniuria inferenda procul futurum: quaecunque inter curandum
videro audiverove siquidem ea efferre non expediat silentio suppressurum.
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The Charge
When the last graduate has been capped, the presiding official makes a speech giving
a charge to the graduates to remember their responsibilities to the University and
its reputation. There may also be a comment on some aspect of the University affairs or
wider issues affecting the University.

Everyone then rises, the Professor of Divinity gives the Benediction.

Benediction
Gratia Domini nostri Iesu Christ et caritas Dei et communicatio Spiritus Sancti sint cum
omnibus vobis.

The Academic Procession, followed by the graduates, leaves the Hall, bringing the
graduation ceremony to a close.

Academic Dress
All members of the University taking part in University ceremonies wear their proper
academic dress with dark clothes, and white bow-tie for men. Caps are worn or carried.

Gowns
Undergraduates: Scarlet material, with full sleeves half the length of the gown. A difference
indicating the Faculty may be worn, in the form of a narrow band of silk on the breast
of each side of the gown, of the colour of the hood-lining proper to the lowest degree in
the Faculty.

Bachelors: Black material, with open pointed sleeves reaching to the foot of the gown.
Bachelors who are Masters of Arts wear a master’s gown with the hood proper to their
bachelor’s degree.

Masters: Black silk or material, with cord and button on the yoke and closed sleeves
(with horizontal arm-slit) reaching to the foot of the gown and ending in a crescent
shaped cut (the points of the crescent facing back).

Higher Doctorates: Undress: Black silk or material, with a collar falling over the yoke and
full sleeves half the length of the gown. Full dress: Scarlet material, faced with silk of the
colour of the hood-lining proper to the degree, with cord and button on the yoke and
open pointed sleeves reaching to the foot of the gown.

Doctors of Philosophy: Undress: Black silk or material, with a collar falling over the yoke
and full sleeves half the length of the gown. Full dress: The same, with the addition of
facings of crimson silk.

Doctorates of Medicine, Dental Surgery and Practitioner Doctorates Undress: Black
silk or material, with a collar falling over the yoke and full sleeves half the length of the
gown. Full dress: The same, with the addition of facings of silk the colour of the hood-
lining proper to the degree.

Chancellor: Black watered silk, with long closed sleeves and square collar, trimmed with
gold lace and gold frogs.

Rector: Black material, with square collar and full-length cape-like sleeves; five gold bands
on each sleeve.

Vice-Chancellor: Black watered silk, with long closed sleeves and square collar, trimmed
with silver lace and silver frogs.

Depute Vice-Chancellor: Black watered silk, with long closed sleeves, with sleeve cuts
trimmed with half inch oakleaf lace and facings, and square collar trimmed with one
inch silver oakleaf lace.

Principal: Purple silk, with open sleeves, facings of black silk and a border of purple velvet.

Dean of Faculties: Black silk, with square velvet collar, full-length cape-like sleeves and
velvet frogs.

Members of the University Court: The Secretary of Court and past and present members
of the University Court may be distinguished by the wearing of frogs on the sleeves of
their gowns.

Students’ Representative Council President and Senior Vice-President: Purple silk or
material, faced with crimson silk, with golden cord and button on the yoke, full sleeves
half the length of the gown and badges.

Students’ Representative Council Past President: Purple silk or material, faced with
crimson silk, with silver cord and button on the yoke, full sleeves half the length of the
gown and badges.
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Members of the Students’ Representative Council Executive: Purple silk or material,
faced with a narrow band of black silk or material, with silver cord and button on the
yoke, full sleeves half the length of the gown and badges.

Students’ Representative Council Court Assessor: Dark red silk or material, with a golden
cord and button on the yoke, with full sleeves, half the length of the gown.

Hoods
All hoods are of the ‘full’ shape. Note. Bachelors who are also Masters may wear Bachelors’
hoods of silk.

Bachelor of Accountancy (BAcc): Black material, lined with slate grey silk and bordered
on the outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Animal Health (BAH): Black material, lined with terracotta silk, and trimmed
inside the top edge with gold-coloured silk (colour of whin blossom, Ulex europaeus) and
bordered on the outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Arts (BA): Black material, lined and edged with purple silk (colour of bell
heather, Erica cinerea) and bordered on the outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Community Education and Community Development (BCommEdCommDev):
Black material, lined with sky blue silk and bordered on the outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Dental Surgery (BDS): Black material, lined with emerald green silk and
bordered on the outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Divinity (BD): Black material, lined with light cherry silk and bordered on the
outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Education (BEd) in Primary Education: Black material, lined with blue silk
(colour of bluebell of Scotland, Campanula rotundifolia) and bordered on the outer edge
with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Engineering (BEng): Black material, lined with plum coloured silk and bordered
on the outer edge with scarlet cord.
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Bachelor of Engineering Studies (BES): Black material, lined with gold coloured silk
(colour of whin blossom, Ulex europaeus) and bordered on the outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Financial and Legal Studies (BFLS): Black material, lined with slate grey
silk, and trimmed inside the top edge with venetian red silk and bordered on the outer
edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of International Business Administration (BIBA): Black material, lined with
orange silk (colour of Slender St John’s Wort, Hypericum pulchrum) and trimmed inside
the top edge with purple silk (colour of bell heather, Erica cinerea) and bordered on the
outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Laws (LLB): Black material, lined with venetian red silk and bordered on the
outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Medical Science (BMedSci): Black material, lined with scarlet silk, and
trimmed inside the top edge with emerald green silk and bordered on the outer edge with
scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Medicine and Bachelor of Surgery (MB ChB): Black material, lined with
scarlet silk and bordered on the outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Music (BMus): Black material, lined with azure blue silk and bordered on
the outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Nursing (BN): Black material, lined with cornflower blue silk and bordered
on the outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Science (BSc): Black material, lined with gold coloured silk (colour of whin
blossom, Ulex europaeus) and bordered on the outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Technological Education (BTechEd): Black material, lined with plum coloured
silk, and trimmed inside the top edge with blue silk (colour of bluebell of Scotland,
Campanula rotundifolia) and bordered on the outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Theology (BTheol): Black material, lined and edged with light cherry silk and
trimmed inside the top edge with blue silk (colour of bluebell of Scotland, Campanula
rotundifolia) and bordered on the outer edge with scarlet cord.
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Bachelor of Veterinary Medicine (BVMS): Black material, lined with terracotta silk and
bordered on the outer edge with scarlet coloured cord.

Master of Accountancy (MAcc): Black silk or material, lined and edged with slate grey silk.

Master of Arts (MA): Black silk or material, lined and edged with purple silk (colour of
bell heather, Erica cinerea).

Master of Arts (Social Sciences) (MA SocSci): Black silk or material, lined and edged
with purple silk (colour of bell heather, Erica cinerea).

Master of Business Administration (MBA): Black silk or material, lined and edged with
orange silk (colour of Slender St John’s Wort, Hypericum pulchrum).

Master of Community Care (MCC): Black silk or material, lined and edged with sky blue silk.

Master of Education (MEd): Black silk or material, lined and edged with blue silk (colour
of bluebell of Scotland, Campanula rotundifolia).

Master of Engineering (MEng): Black silk or material, lined and edged with gold coloured silk.

Master of Veterinary Medicine (MVM): Black silk or material, lined and edged with
terracotta silk.

Doctor of Divinity (DD): Scarlet material, lined with white silk.

Doctor of Laws (LLD): Scarlet material, lined with venetian red silk.

Doctor of Letters (DLitt): Scarlet material, lined with purple silk (colour of bell heather,
Erica cinerea).

Doctor of Music (DMus): Scarlet material, lined with azure blue silk.

Doctor of Science (DSc), includes DSc in Dentistry, in Engineering and in Medicine:
Scarlet material, lined with gold coloured silk (colour of whin blossom, Ulex europaeus).

Doctor of Veterinary Medicine and Surgery (DVMS): Scarlet material, lined with terracotta silk.

Doctor of Veterinary Medicine (DVM): Scarlet material, lined with terracotta silk.

Doctor of Veterinary Surgery (DVS): Scarlet material, lined with terracotta silk.

Doctor of Clinical Psychology (DCIinPsy): Black silk, lined and edged with gold coloured
silk (colour of whin blossom, Ulex europaeus).
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Doctor of Dental Surgery (DDS): Black silk, lined and edged with emerald green silk.

Doctor of Engineering (DEng): Scarlet material, lined and edged with plum coloured silk.

Doctor of Medicine (MD): Black silk, lined and edged with scarlet silk.

Doctor of Philosophy (PhD): Black silk, lined and edged with crimson silk.

Doctor of the University (DUniv): Scarlet material, lined with black silk with one inch gold
ribbon on the outside edge, with cord and button on the yoke, and open pointed sleeves
to the foot of the gown.

Degrees awarded in conjunction with Glasgow School of Art
Bachelor of Architecture (BArch): Black material, lined with lime coloured silk (colour of
lime flower, Tilia europaea) and bordered on the outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Arts (BA) in Design and Bachelor of Arts (BA) in Fine Art: Black material,
lined on the right with malachite green silk and on the left with swiss white silk and
bordered on the outer edge with scarlet cord.

Master of Architecture (MArch): Black silk or material, lined and edged with lime coloured
silk (colour of lime flower, Tilia europaea).

Master of Design (MDes): Black silk or material, lined and edged on the right with
malachite green silk and on the left with swiss white silk.

Master of Fine Art (MFA): Black silk or material, lined and edged on the right with
malachite green silk and on the left with swiss white silk.

Degrees awarded in conjunction with the Scottish Agricultural College
Bachelor of Science (BSc) in Applied Plant and Animal Science: Black material, lined
with gold coloured silk (colour of whin blossom, Ulex europaeus) and bordered on the
outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Technology (BTechnol) - all degrees: Black material, lined on the right with
green silk (colour of bottle sedge, Carex rostrata) and on the left with blue silk (colour of
vipers bugloss, Echium vulgare) and bordered on the outer edge with scarlet cord.

Bachelor of Law (BL): Black material, bordered on the inside with venetian red silk.

Master of Applied Science (MAppSc): Black silk or material, lined and edged with gold-
coloured silk.

Master of Dental Surgery (MDS): Black silk or material, lined and edged with emerald
green silk.

Master of Science (Dental Science): Black silk or material, lined and edged with gold-
coloured silk.

Master of Surgery (ChM): Black silk or material, lined and edged with scarlet silk.

Master of University Administration (MUnivAdmin): Black silk or material, lined and
edged with orange silk (colour of slender st john’s wort, Hypericum pulchrum).

Bachelor of Arts (BA) in Musical Studies: Black material, lined and edged with purple
silk (colour of bell heather, Erica cinerea) and bordered on the outer edge with scarlet cord.
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Caps
Undergraduates, Bachelors, Masters, Doctors of Philosophy and Practitioner Doctors
wear the black trencher cap with tassel. Higher Doctors wear the black velvet ‘John Knox’
cap. The Chancellor and the Rector wear a black velvet trencher trimmed with gold lace
and with a gold tassel, the Vice-Chancellor a black velvet trencher cap trimmed with
silver lace and a silver tassel.

Dress for Graduands
At graduation ceremonies, graduands, whether they are already graduates or not, wear
the full dress gown, and carry the hood proper to the degree which they are about to
receive; no other gown or hood shold be worn.

The dress worn by graduands at graduation ceremonies is: For men: Dark trousers and
jacket or suit with white shirt, black shoes or boots, unpatterned black tie. For women:
Dark trousers, skirt or suit with white blouse, or white or dark dress; dark shoes; tie,
if worn, to be black. National or military dress may be worn by men and women.

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Honorary and Official Degrees

Regulations
Honorary and official degrees are granted by the Senatus in accordance with the following
regulations. (Resolution pending).

1. The following degrees may be conferred honoris causa: (a) the Degree of Doctor of
Divinity (DD), the Degree of Doctor of Laws (LLD), the Degree of Doctor of Letters (DLitt),
the Degree of Doctor of Music (DMus), the Degree of Doctor of Science in Medicine
(DSc(Med)), the Degree of Doctor of Engineering (DEng), the Degree of Doctor of
Doctor of Veterinary Medicine and Surgery (DVMS), the Degree of Doctor of the University
(DUniv). (b) the Degree of Master of Arts (MA), the Degree of Master of Science (MSc),
the Degree of Master of Science (Science Education), the Degree of Master of Science
(Medical Science), Degree of Master of Science (Veterinary Science), and the Degree
of Master of Engineering (MEng).

2. The following degrees may be conferred iure officii on any Professor or recognised
officer of the University of Glasgow or of a recognised institution who is not already
a university graduate: (a) Degree of Master of Arts (MA) and the Degree of Bachelor of
Science (BSc). (b) Master of Science (MSc), the Degree of Master of Science (Science
Education), the Degree of Master of Science (Medical Science), and the Degree of
Master of Science (Veterinary Science).

3. The Senatus Academicus shall annually appoint a Committee, to be called the
Committee on Honorary Doctor’s Degrees, consisting of the Principal and other such
members of the Senatus as the Senatus shall from time to time determine. It shall be
the duty of the Committee to select persons to be recommended to the Senatus for
the conferment of the Honorary Degrees listed in Section 1(a) and to present its
recommendations to the Senatus.

4. No resolution to confer any honorary Doctor’s Degree shall be moved in the Senatus
except upon special notice given after a fortnight has elapsed from the date when the
recommendation was presented.

5. The Senatus Academicus shall constitute the Senate Business Committee on Honorary
Masters’ Degrees and on Official Degrees. This Committee may, at any time during
the academic year, select persons to be recommended to the Senatus for the conferment
of the Honorary and Official Degrees listed in Sections 1(b) and 2 and present its
recommendations to the Senatus.
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6. A resolution to confer any Honorary Master’s Degree or Official Degree may be moved
at the same meeting of the Senatus at which the recommendation has been presented.

7. The conferment upon any person of an Honorary or Official Degree shall not in itself
qualify that person to become a candidate for any other Degree or Diploma.

8. No application from or on behalf of any person desirous of receiving any Honorary
degree or Official Degree shall be entertained.
